Accepting one's condemnation 

Listen to Jesus saying: I was judged and finally 
condemned to death. The people who had listened to 
my sermons were in agreement with the government 
and the religious authorities on condemning me to die. 
My friends and apostles had fled. Only a short while 
ago they were full of praise and admiration for me and 
the miracles, they pushed their way to the front to touch 
me and assured me of their loyalty. Now they all are 
against me and force Pilate to have me crucified. Pilate, 
the foreigner, would like to set me free. But my fellow 
citizens force him to condemn me to death. 
The people around you, even your ve1y best friends, 
will judge you and condemn you. This does not mean 
that it is always you who are to blame. But it is always 
you who are condemned. Now you know that you 
cannot rely on men. God alone is your support and 
your security. This cross makes you independent of 
the men who you regard as your support and it invites 
you to seek support with me. If men condemn you you 
can come over to my side. For I have been judged and 
condemned, too . Don't defend yourself if you are 
judged by others. Their judgement cannot annihilate 
you, it does not leave you alone, it brings you closer to 
me and leads you into eternal glory. This sentence is 
your door to me, to a meeting with me. Now nobody 
can condemn you.
